NOTY BIOGRAFICZNE PRELEGENTOW | BIOGRAPHICAL NOTES OF THE SPEAKERS

Roman Baraniecki - opposition activist; since 1990 in Canada, where he studied philosophy and anthropology at the University
of Western Ontario. The President of the Polonia Canadian Institute for Historical Studies, member of the Niagara Historical
Society & Museum, member of the Council of Curators of the Col. Boleslaw Orlinski Museum and Archives of former Soldiers of
the Polish Armed Forces in the West at Wawel Villa in Mississauga, member of the Polish Army Veterans Association, Circle No. 2
in London, Ontario. Originator of historical exhibitions promoting Polish history in Canada.

Ewa Bobrowska (Terra Fundation for American Art) - Ph.D., art historian, psychologist; she deals with the history of 19th and
20th century art, particularly with the works of Polish artists living outside Poland. A graduate of the Jagiellonian University and
Paris-Sorbonne University, since 2008 the head of research programmes at Terra Foundation for American Art in Paris. The
author and curator of exhibitions in France, Poland and the US devoted to Polish culture, history and art, author of numerous
publications and lectures at academic sessions on emigrant artists.

Andrzej Bonusiak (University of Rzeszow) - professor at the University of Rzeszéw, habilitated doctor.

Marcin Borys (Regional Museum in Tarndéw) - Ph.D. in humanities, specializing in history. He deals with the history of Polish
emigration and the history of the Polish diaspora in America, in particular with the past of Polish ethnic parishes in the United
States. He works at the Regional Museum in Tarndw. Deputy Editor-in-Chief of Tarnéw Historical Studies, vice-president of the
Tarndéw Branch of Polish Historical Society.

Barbara Czarnecka (Jagiellonian University) - habilitated doctor.
Pawel Gieorgica (Siedlce University of Natural Sciences and Humanities) - associate professor, habilitated doctor.

Justyna Gulczynska (Adam Mickiewicz University in Poznan) - professor at Adam Mickiewicz University, habilitated doctor. Her
research interests include the history of educational transformations in Poland and Europe (with particular emphasis on the late
19th and 20th century), institutional education, educational systems, innovative education from both a historical and a modern
perspective.

Grzegorz Labuda (Emigration Museum in Gdynia) - Ph.D. in history, specialisation: the history of Poland in the late modern
period. In 2015, he defended at the University of Gdansk his dissertation on the social aspects of the railway in Gdarnsk Pomerania
region. During his professional career he has worked, among others, for the Florian Ceynowa Museum of the Puck Region in Puck,
Museum of Naval Air Squadron in Puck and Regional Museum in Krokowa. Currently he works as the Chief Collections Cataloguer
at the Emigration Museum in Gdynia.

Stanislaw Latek (The Polish Institute of Arts and Sciences in Canada) - MA, President of the Board of the Polish Institute of Arts
and Sciences in Canada.

Anitta Maksymowicz (Museum of the Lubuskie Region in Zielona Gora) - Ph.D. in humanities, certified curator at the Museum of
the Lubuskie Region in Zielona Géra. She deals with 19th and 20th century Polish and German overseas emigration (Australia and
USA) as well as with the Polish settlement in the Lubuskie Region after 1945. The author of books such as Emigracja z pogranicza
Brandenburgii, Slgska i Wielkopolski do Australii Potudniowej w latach 1838-1914 [Emigration from the Brandenburg-Silesian-

Posen borderland to South Australia in the 19th century] (Zielona Géra, 2011), Prussian Past - Polish Present. Reflections on a South
Australian Migration Story (Adelaide, 2014) and Agnieszka Wista i dziatalnos¢ Polek w Ameryce na rzecz ochotnikéw i weteranéw
Bfekitnej Armii [Agnieszka Wista and the Activity of Polish Women in America in Aid of Volunteers and Veterans of the Blue Army]
(New York-Opole, 2015).

Michat J. Mikos (University of Wisconsin-Milwaukee) - professor and head of the Chair of Foreign Languages and Literature at
the University of Wisconsin-Milwaukee. The author of more than 70 articles on Polish literature, linguistics and cartography as well
as of 15 books, among others, Early Maps of Poland (1508-1772) in the American Geographic Collection, W pogoni za Sienkiewiczem
[Chasing Sienkiewicz], Zarys historii polonistyki w Ameryce Péfnocnej [An Outline of the History of Polonistics in North America] and

a six-volume history and anthology of Polish literature since its beginnings to 2000. Laureate of the Polish PEN Club Award for
translation of Polish literature into English.

Paulina Napierata (Jagiellonian University) - Ph.D. in political science. Recipient of a scholarship from the Kosciuszko Foundation
and the Polish-American Fulbright Commission (research at Boston College and Harvard University), the Vienna Institute for
Human Sciences and the library of J.F. Kennedy Institute at the Free University of Berlin. Her research concerns religion and
politics in the US.

Monika Nowak (Jagiellonian University) - art historian, graduated from the Jagiellonian University. She completed postgraduate
studies in culture protection (University of Chicago) and museology (Northwestern University). Curator of exhibitions. Custodian of
the Polish Museum of America in Chicago in 2006-2012.



Magdalena Piechota (Maria Curie-Sktodowska University) - habilitated doctor, head of the Centre of Research on Reportage

at the Department of Social Communication at the Faculty of Political Science at the MCSU and an assistant professor in the
Department. She conducts research on reportage as well as media genology and educational entertainment. The author of the
book Jaka Ameryka? Polscy reportazysci dwudziestolecia miedzywojennego o Stanach Zjednoczonych [What kind of America? Polish
Reporters of the Interwar Period about the United States] (Lublin, 2002).

Dorota Praszatowicz (Jagiellonian University) - professor, habilitated doctor, sociologist, head of the Chair of Modern Migration
and Ethnic Relations at the Institute of American Studies and Polish Diaspora at the Jagiellonian University. Editor-in-Chief of
Migration Studies - Review of Polish Diaspora quarterly, Vice President of the Migration Research Committee of the Polish Academy
of Sciences, Member of the Board of Directors of the Polish American Historical Association, Member of the Polish Academy of
Arts and Sciences Committee for Research on the Polish Diaspora.

Karolina Prykowska-Michalak (University of Lodz) - professor at the University of Lodz, habilitated doctor.
Anna Reczynska (Jagiellonian University in Cracow) - professor, habilitated doctor.

Anna Rudek-Smiechowska (Polish Institute of the Word Arts Studies) - Ph.D. in humanities, art historian, publicist, curator of
exhibitions. A graduate of the Catholic University of Lublin. She defended her doctoral thesis at Nicolaus Copernicus University
(2014). Recipient of scholarship from the Kosciuszko Foundation (2009). The author of the first-ever monograph of W.T. Benda
Wiadystaw Teodor Benda. Zycie i twérczos¢ polsko-amerykariskiego ilustratora i twércy masek teatralnych [Wiadystaw Teodor
Benda. The Life and Works of Polish-American lllustrator and Theatre Mask Creator] (Cracow, 2016) as well as scientific and press
articles and texts for exhibition catalogues. She conducts research on the manifestations of artistic life in the United States, with
particular emphasis on artists of Polish descent.

Bozenna Sucharska (Pomeranian University in Stupsk) - Ph.D. student at the Institute of Neophilology of the Pomeranian
University in Stupsk. Her research interests concern memory, including the memory about the Jewish world, the holocaust and the
ways how these subjects are presented in the works of selected Polish writers.

Bozena Szatasta-Rogowska (University of Silesia) - assistant professor at the Chair of International Polish Studies at the
University of Silesia. Her research focuses, among others, on Polish modern poetry, Polish literature abroad, the reception theory,
glottodidactics and the methodology of teaching Polish literature to foreigners.

Patrycja Trzeszczynska (Jagiellonian University) - Ph.D., ethnologist and expert on the issues of Ukraine, assistant professor at
the Institute of Ethnology and Cultural Anthropology of the Jagiellonian University.
